A classifier is someone who has specific medical or sport knowledge, or someone who has
been exposed to people with disabilities and disability sport. Therefore, a classifier can be a
physiotherapist, a nurse, a doctor, a sportsperson, a former athlete; anyone who has knowl-

Classification enables the chance to use professional vocation within a volunteer setting. It is
an opportunity to give back to the community, to enhance the life of a person with a disability,

A classifier is an official who attends competitions as a representative of OCPSA. This individ-
ual assesses athletes who may not have been previously classified or require further assess-
ment. Following a specific process, the classifier determines which sport class the athlete is

A cp sports classifier must become a member of OCPSA and participate in a one-day introduc-
tory classification course followed by a half day practical session. Completion of this course
allows the individual to become a provincial classifier. Sports have their own classification sys-
tem and therefore specific courses need to be taken to classify within. If they so desire,
classifiers can progress through the ranks from Provincial, to National, to International levels.
